Ten days ago I attended in Bloomington, the funeral of my former senior partner, Fred Eichhorn. He 

was a contemporary of Denis Ribordy and a similar bon vivant, best known to Hoosiers as, the man who 
fired Bobby Knight.

I am ashamed at having been delivered many times since, from life altering, in­
deed life threatening events, then only to deny the new promise, become complacent and shirk from re­
membering each answered prayer. Not much of a witness here. 

In the end, all we have is His Grace and the hope that it will extend to us who are unworthy. How does 
one thank the Lord enough or indeed a mortal now gone. Perhaps the simple reality is to keep trying and, 
when allowed, to share such sentiments as these with your friends in Christ.
