It is so true that our younger generation does not like the old traditional way of worship.  As a result, 
many have drifted away from the faith.  And it is no secret that there is an expanding gulf between       
traditional Christian teachings and contemporary moral values.  As a result, three types of Christians 
have emerged:

Third , there are the CONVICTIONAL CHRISTIANS .  While they talk about God’s Love and Grace, at  
the same time, they confront the compromising culture with the Bible as the Rule for Faith and Practice.

Ash Wednesday begins on February 10th.  It   
ushers in the Lenten season.  Lent is a season of   
repentance.  But for many of us, “Repentance” is 
an offensive word.  It sounds so remorseful. 
 

In reality, it isn’t remorseful at all.  The root word 
for “repentance” is the Greek word metanoia, from 
which our word “metamorphosis” comes.  The 
great image of this is the butterfly emerging from 
its cocoon; the caterpillar being transformed into 
new life. 
 

No one is remorseful about that!  Nor should we 
be with repentance, which involves leaving the 
past and emerging into new life.
