“The Faithfulness of God”

patterns. The passing of several loved ones. Not to mention our personal daily challenges.

On the flip side, there is God. As Christians, we believe that God is in control. We believe that the eternal God
is guiding history towards its pre-appointed end and that He has a personal plan for our lives.

One word that defines God (among many other words) is FAITHFULNESS. We use the word “faithful” referring
to a loyal friend, someone who is dependable, hard working and keeps his/her promises.
