“Words! Words! Words!” 
  
  
“Let your speech always be gracious, seasoned with salt, so that you may know how 
you ought to answer everyone.” (Colossians 4:6) 
  
Can one hold back the waves once a pebble has broken the calm of the lake’s 
surface?  Can one pick the water which was thrown on the ground?  Can one regather 
the feathers which were flung into the wind?  No!  A thousand times – No!  Neither can 
one control the ever-widening, ever-damaging effects of an unkind word once it is 
spoken.
